Ten men composed the Book of Psalms: Adam, Abraham, Moses, David, and
Solomon—these are five. With regard to these five there is no difference of opinion.
Who are the other five? Rab and R. Johanan give different answers. Rab said: Asaph,
Heman and Jeduthun, and the three sons of Korah and Ezra.
